Soak the milk jug in warm soapy water to remove labels and ink, and to soften the jug for cutting. Dry off. Follow the diagrams above to trace the outline on the milk jug with the permanent marker. Cut along the outline. Make holes around the edges with a hole puncher and then weave yarn or ribbon through the holes to make a colorful border. 
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Cut out eyes and nose from the felt and glue into place. Cut pieces of black yarn for the eye lashes, mouth and whiskers and glue into place. Then cut out pieces of pink felt for the inner ears and glue into place. Glue on his cottontail to the back of the bunny and you're done ! This makes a great planter for an Easter Lily. 
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MILK JUG BUNNY BASKETS
What you will need:
· Clean milk jug with the lid 
· Construction paper 

· 1 bag of cotton balls 

· White glue 

· Googly eyeballs (optional) 

Directions:
1. Set the milk jug upright and cut a hole just below the handle, about where the label is. Be sure the hole is big enough for your hand to fit inside. 

2. Lay the milk jug on it's side with the hole on the top. The lid will be the bunny's tail, and the bottom of the jug will be the face. 

3. Cover the jug with glue then attach the cotton balls. 

4. Glue 2 or 3 cotton balls on the end of the milk jug lid for it's tail. 

5. Out of the construction paper cut out ears, whiskers, a nose, and eyes (or use the googly eyes). Glue the ears onto the top of the basket so it can stand up. 

6. Add "grass" to the inside and fill it with you favorite goodies.
